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CHAIRMANôS REPORT 
 

It has been brought to my attention, that dog fouling continues to be a problem 

within the Parish, especially in our open spaces such as the recreation ground in 

Ash Hill Road.  I am disappointed in having to raise this subject again but owners 

who allow their dogs to foul are completely anti-social; their lack of                  

responsibility can cause unpleasant and life changing diseases such as             

Toxocariasis.  This disease can effect all humans but particularly small children 

under the age of 5.  In extreme cases it can lead to blindness. 

 

It is against the law to allow a 

dog to foul in any open area to 

the public, without the person 

who is in charge of the dog 

clearing up the mess immediately. Guildford Borough     

Council (GBC) employs a dog warden to catch irresponsible 

dog owners.  If fouling is witnessed and not cleaned up a £50 

fixed penalty notice may be issued.  If the penalty is not paid 

within 14 days or the individual has received a previous 

warning, prosecution will be pursued.  If found guilty, the 

fine can be up to £1000.  I have asked the GBC Dog Warden 

to increase his patrols within the Parish in the hope that we 

can stamp out this anti social behaviour once and for all. 

 

May I remind all dog owners that ñdog waste bagsò can be disposed of in designated dog bins, ordinary litter 

bins, or your own dustbin.  Please, when walking on the Ranges, do not hang carrier bags from the trees as 

this only spoils our open space and countryside.  Please wait until you can find a suitable receptacle, as       

described above, to dispose of the waste.  Your co-operation is much appreciated.

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John Ades Memorial Window 
  

A new memorial stained glass 

window was officially unveiled 

on Monday 6th September at the 

Roman Catholic Church of Holy        

Angels, by the Mayor of     

Guildford, Councillor Marsha 

Moseley. The window was   

dedicated to Councillor John 

Ades, who died four years ago.  

 

There was a service of           

celebration and thanksgiving for 

the life of John and also to    

commemorate the completion of 

the window, the purchase of 

which was due to a generous bequest John made to the church. 

 

John Ades, also known throughout the Parish as ñMr Ashò, lived in 

the Parish the whole of his life.  He was known and much beloved by 

all.   

 

John served many years as a Parish, Borough and County Councillor, 

including a year as the Mayor of Guildford.  

 

The window is made using a selection of hand made antique glass and  

fabricated in the traditional manner with lead and solder.  The details 

within the design are hand painted and stained. 

 

The window was by artist Derek Hunt from Limelight Studios Limited.  The bottom right hand corner of the 

window depicts the Ash Wharf Bridge over the Basingstoke Canal complete with swans.

This yearôs Remembrance Day Parade and Service will be held on 

Sunday, 14th November 2010.

Ash Wharf 
 

The long awaited refurbishment to the Ash 

Wharf has now been completed. Mayor of 

Guildford and Ash Parish Councillor, Marsha 

Moseley, formally opened the wharf on Friday 

24th September.   

 

Councillor Moseley was joined by local      

Parishioners and representatives from      

Guildford Borough Council, the designer and 

contractors for the opening ceremony. 

 

Three canal narrow boats belonging to local 

enthusiasts were also tied up to the new wharf 

mooring posts for the first time. 

 

The revamped wharf now contains a gentle 

sloping path down to the canal edge, where 

there is a newly laid surface and a number 

of new bollards to allow boats to moor at 

the wharf side.   

 

The area has been re-turfed and freshly 

planted with many shrubs.  A new seating 

area has also been  created.

The newly refurbished Ash Wharf 
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Residents urged to Love Food, Hate Waste 

Nine out of ten residents admit to throwing away 

some uneaten food, according to a survey            

undertaken by the Surrey Waste Partnership 

(SWP).  The survey showed that fruit, vegetables and salad items feature high on the list of foods thrown 

away by residents.  Half of those surveyed said that they throw away completely unopened packs of food and 

two thirds throw away food thatôs been allowed to ñgo offò. 

 

Food waste accounts for 20% of the waste generated by Surrey households every year with disposal costs in 

the region of £7.6 million.  SWP has launched a countywide Love Food Hate Waste campaign to encourage 

residents to reduce the amount of food they waste. 

 

SWP chairman Jean Pearson explains; ñFood waste is a significant issue in the County and itôs vital that the 

amount being generated is reduced.  We hope that the campaign will encourage residents to stop and think 

about the food they buy or cook that ends up in the bin, and make a pledge to reduce itò 

 

Research has shown that an average family can save up to £50 a month on their shopping bill if they take 

steps to reduce their food waste and there are also significant environmental benefits as well.  The energy,  

water and packaging resources used in food production, transportation and storage all go to waste when     

perfectly good food is thrown away. 

 

There are many food items that end up in the bin that could be put to good use, and there are many Hints and 

Tips and downloadable recipes on the Love Food Surrey website, showing simple ways that leftover food can 

be turned into delicious meals for the whole family.  There are also a number of ideas to help you with portion 

planning which will avoid preparing and cooking too much food. 

 

Did you know; 

�x Wasted food costs the average family £680 per year; 

�x 8.3 million tonnes of food and drink goes to waste in the UK every year; 

�x Nine out of ten Surrey residents throw away some uneaten food; 

�x Two thirds of Surrey residents throw away food that's gone off; 

�x Two thirds of Surrey residents throw away food that's left on their plate; 

�x In Surrey, food waste accounts for around 20% of the waste produced by householders, which equals 

 over 100,000 tonnes every year.
